This morning, students and staff were engaged in a session via Zoom with the aim of allaying their
fears and concerns regarding the matter, and to reassure them that the school continues to be a safe
place for study and play. If you notice your child/ward having concerns about the incident, do engage
them in conversation to allow them to share their thoughts and feelings.

To support River Valley High School, | seek your understanding not to speculate about the incident
and let the relevant authorities unravel the facts. Let us remain empathetic towards the school and the
families affected, and respect the privacy that they need at this time.

Let us continue to forge ahead with the rest of the term and the new Phase 2 Heightened Alert
measures.
