As we start Term 3, I would like to share some information with you regarding National Examination 
matters and school activities. 
 
Student Matters 
 
Home-based Learning (HBL) in Term 3 and National Oral Examinations for English Language (EL) 
and Mother Tongue Languages (MTL) 

 
In 2025, all EL and MTL oral examinations for our graduating students will be streamlined and held in 
Term 3 Week 3 (14 – 18 July).  
 
Specific dates for your child/ward’s EL and MTL Oral Examination can be found on the examination 
entry proof. Please refer to the entry proof to ensure that your child/ward is aware of the dates and 
times of the respective examinations. Candidates have been briefed on the administrative information 
by the Supervising Oral Examiner.  
 
To facilitate the smooth running of the streamlined oral examination, HBL will take place from  
15-17 July, with normal lessons taking place on 14 and 18 July.  
 
During the three days of HBL, there will be asynchronous lessons for Secondary One to Three students. 
Teachers who are conducting online synchronous lessons will advise the students accordingly. 
 
Lessons for students on Mon, 14 Jul 
 
Due to our teachers’ involvement in the National Oral Examination, Sec 1,3, and 4/5 English Language 
lessons will be designated self-study periods unless advised otherwise by their English Language 
teachers from 12:10 pm on this day. The rest of the lessons will carry on as usual. 
 
Secondary 2 students will be dismissed from school at 1:10 pm. 
 
Weighted Assessment, Preliminary and End-of-Year Examinations
